David Drysdale/Mary Uppgren: 401 Judd Street Addition update – Ritz noted she had met with Mr. Drysdale, Ms. Uppgren and Peter Curtis and they have decided to put the addition on hold for the time being. They will notify the Planning Commission when they decide to move forward.
Charlie Smith: 241 Sixth St. Questions regarding setbacks for a garage. – Mrosla met with Mr. Smith just prior to the meeting and found he was well within the setback for his garage. The only concern was if the garage would trigger the permits for the Watershed District. Mrosla directed Mr. Smith to speak with Jim Shaver of the Watershed District.
Watershed District – Update – Mrosla, Warren and Smitten will meet next week regarding what is the next steps of what needs to be done now that they have met with the City Council.
Review Codes in the SFR, SFU, SCR, SCU, VC Districts
Mrosla noted the Planning Commission met last Friday and finished going through the line items on the worksheet and a parking lot list of issues will now have to be addressed. Mrosla questioned if Assistant City Clerk Tomnitz could add additional hours so the Planning Commission could continue to move forward. Tomnitz noted she was to let Council member Lon Pardun know what kind of hours the Planning Commission was thinking of and when. Mrosla noted ten to fifteen hours a month. 

Smitten noted the first sections of the Zoning Ordinance also needs to be reviewed before the “Parking Lot Issues” would be reviewed. The Planning Commission recommends two additional workshops to review sections three “Administration” and four “General Provisions”. Smitten noted section three should be reviewed by each member before the next meeting. There are some concerns that should be addressed. Brenner volunteered to look at Section 311 page 3-22 “Criteria for Granting Variances”
Tomnitz will create a Doodle for August and September to set up two additional workshops to review sections three and four.


Approval of Minutes – Warren moved Creager seconded to approve Tuesday June 25, 2013 Planning Commission Minutes as drafted with changes to page one, paragraph two, line twelve, correct the word “spec” to “speak”  Motion passed unanimously.
