Old/New Business: 

Watershed District – 
Willenbring spoke with Lynette Peterson the City Clerk regarding the status of Marine’s Storm Water Draft plan. Willenbring noted Ms. Peterson confirmed it is only a draft and was unsure where it originated from. There has been no formal action approving this plan.

The Planning Commission discussed the questions and concerns they had after reviewing the Watershed District Plan and Rules. The following is a list of questions they will send to Mr. Shaver for the December 6, 2011 special meeting.
Questions:
How does the St. Croix River tie to Marine on St. Croix?
Do we have small unnamed streams?
Is there any enforcement from the Watershed?
What commitment falls to the city?
What follows studies, recommendation and enforcement?
Are these rules recommendations or requirements?
Who is required to implement?
What is the actual time line for implementation? 
Does that include the formal adoption into the Comprehensive Plan?
Is there any fundraising available or grant writing opportunities?
Any thought on the Mill Stream?
How do we emphasize the lower Mill pond as an issue?
What does the rerouting of the stream mean?
What is Marine’s responsibility for the courtesy review of the plan?
What level of detail are required or desired?
How to address trails next to waterways?
Does the Watershed look to the Board of Water Resources for enforcement?
Does the most restricted policy apply?
Do the rules apply to future or existing developed properties?
What are the triggers for redevelopment?
Is the buffer zone different between streams and wet lands?
Do we need to concern ourselves with the education or similar sections of the plan?
Do rules go with the plan or do we need our own rules if Marine comes up with their own plan?
Can we modify the plan to better suit the conditions in Marine?

Willenbring will document the questions and put into a logical format. The questions will be sent to the Planning Commission for review or comments for any additional questions before being sent to Lynette or Mary to forward on to Jim Shaver in time to review for the December 6th meeting.
