Approval of Minutes: No minutes were approved due to the absence of the Planning Commission members who were present at the meeting. The minutes will be approved at the February 24, 2015 meeting. Warren recommended changes to the wording of “taking a vote” on the page two, paragraph three, first sentence. The consensus would be to use the wording “round table opinion” at future meetings when not all the information is available and prior to any Public Hearing. 

 
Review of Codes in the SFR, SFU, SCR, SCU, VC Districts. 

Warren moved and Smitten seconded to hold Planning Commission workshops on February 18, March 18 and April 15, 2015 at 10:00am contingent on the approval from Chairman Mrosla. In the event of his disapproval the Assistant City Clerk will set date by a doodle to set new dates. Motion passed unanimously.


Ron Brenner will finalize the Variance and Conditional Use application documents so they can be used. The documents shall be marked as draft and used now while the final review is being done. 

Brenner will also work with the Assistant City Clerk Tomnitz on Section 3 Variances.
 
Kristina Smitten will continue to work on the Solar and Adult Care Facility section of the codes.

Historic District – A Planning Commission member will be determined at a later date.

Section 4 – 402.3 (1) Definition for accessory building the first sentence under purpose. Warren reviewed the Ordinances and feels that carports are a structure as a subset of buildings. Warren feels that if it is attached to the house it should be considered an attached garage. If it is unattached, it should be considered an accessory structure.
